Process Selected Rows - Workflow
This code customization shows how to process a set of selected rows, similar to a workflow application when you can set the status of a set of records to a new state.

In this example, we will set the Discontinued flag of a Product to be True or False based on the selection and when the end user clicks on a button.
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Add Buttons

The first step is to add two buttons at the end of the button bar.  Select the Buttons section within the bread crumb.  
Select the last column, right-mouse click and select Insert Column, Right.  Repeat this step once more to insert a second column.

Now drag and drop a Image Button from the Toolbox in each of the two new cells.
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Right-mouse click and rename both of the buttons to MarkDiscontinued and UnmarkDiscontinued.
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Now double-click the Mark Discontinued button to open the Page Properties dialog box.  Set the Display properties by specifying the Image File and the Tool Tip as appropriate.
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Then click on the Bindings tab, and set the Button Command as Custom.  Leave the Redirect and Send Email Action Command as Stay on the Current Page.
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Repeat this process for the Unmark button as well.
Customize Custom Click Handlers

Build the application at this point to create the code behind files.  


Zoom into the ProductsButtons section and select the newly added button. Select the Click code tab next to the Cell Editor.  You can now modify the MarkDiscontinued_Click handler function.
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By default a shell click handler is inserted in the controls code-behind file.  We will write the code to mark the Discontinued flag as True for all of the selected records.

At the Table Control class, there will be a function called GetSelectedRecordControls().  This function returns all of the rows selected by the end user on the web page.  These selected record controls are user interface controls of the type Table Control Row.

Each row maintains a Unique Id for the record it was associated with. This record id is used whenever the user clicks on the Edit, Show or Delete buttons to take appropriate action.  The record id is the primary key and may be a composite primary key.

This record id can be passed to the GetRecord function for the ProductsTable business layer class to retrieve a Product record from the database.  The GetRecord function has many different versions including one that takes an Id and a Writable flag.  The other GetRecord functions return read-only records, so we need to use the GetRecord function that takes a Writable flag as the second argument.

We simply set the Discontinued flag to True and save the record.

We surrounded the GetRecord and the Save functionality within a transaction using the DBUtils convenience functions for starting and ending a transaction.  Error reporting can be handled by using the RegisterJScriptAlert function.

This process is repeated with the Unmark As Discontinued button.  The only difference is the rec.Discontinued line is changed from

                rec.Discontinued = True
to

                rec.Discontinued = False
